RESIDENTIAL CONTROLLED PARKING ZONES (CPZs) – ASSESSMENT OF BENEFITS AND DISADVANTAGES FOR TEDDINGTON 

NOTE 1. THERE IS NO LEGAL RIGHT TO PARK OUTSIDE ONE’S OWN HOUSE.

NOTE 2. MORE PERMITS MAY BE ISSUED THAN SPACES ARE AVAILABLE 

NOTE 3. HEAVY NEW PERMIT CHARGES ON VEHICLES REGARDED AS GAS GUZZLERS TO ENCOURAGE PURCHASE OF SMALL VEHICLES, EVEN THOUGH THESE MAY BE QUITE UNSUITABLE FOR RESIDENTS’ USE  
BENEFITS FOR RESIDENTS IN “RESIDENTS ONLY” CPZ













1.  Converts public road space into a private car park for two hours a day
2.  Prevents all day parking by local and other residents living outside CPZ

3.  Makes daytime parking space reasonably near home a possibility

4.  Helps identify untaxed, dumped, or stolen vehicles

5.  Often allows residents to use cars for short local journeys and park reasonably close to home on return

6.  Allows CPZ area residents to buy Residents’ Visitors Permits that can be used in all other zones except Richmond Town (Zone A1) and Richmond Hill (Zone A2) 

DISADVANTAGES – INCLUDING FOR THE GENERAL COMMUNITY


1.  Makes area appear unfriendly with signs, notices and lines everywhere

2.  Visiting shoppers discouraged - viability of local shopping centres put at risk

3.  Displaced vehicles exported to adjacent roads - makes CPZ expansion almost certain at considerable inconvenience and cost to residents in neighbouring roads 

4.  Converts public road space into a private car park – no parking for neighbouring  Teddington residents or outside visitors

5.  Cost, although currently relatively low, now subject to heavy environmental loading for medium and large cars – an additional cost to Road Fund Licence

6.  Permit cannot be used in other CPZs 

7.  Reduces number of available parking spaces - does not maximise kerb use

8.  Prevents anyone, including house owner, parking across pavement crossover during the hours of operation, except where Kew scheme applies
9.  Reduces off-road parking standards for new and in-fill developments (see UDP), and forces residents in these properties to park on the road
10.Does not guarantee availability of parking space during the day

11.Does not guarantee availability of parking space overnight

12.Does not stop valuable road space being taken up by caravans, boats and skips 

13.Encourages CPZ residents to use their cars for short local journeys 
14.If an all-day CPZ, large numbers of empty spaces occur during day which could contribute to the local  economy if no Pay & Display spaces are provided (see Vicarage and Elleray Roads) 
15.Difficult for friends to drop in - advance purchase of vouchers always necessary 

16. Heavy fines for inadvertent offenders - £80 a time

17.Teddington residents in river roads (no public transport of any sort), if unable to   park near station may use cars for journeys into London - bad for the environment

18.May make recruitment of staff for local services and businesses difficult (high local housing costs)
